Warning: Do not feed Xylitol or give your Dog access to Xylitol and Xylitol Products.   While Xylitol has gone throught many years of testing to make sure it is not only safe, but very good for humans, dogs are a different matter.  When some dogs eat xylitol, they have an immediate drop in blood sugar. This can result in seizures, depression, loss of coordination, liver damage, and even death.  While it is not known if this is true with cats other pets, it would be better safe than sorry until more information is known.

Dr. Jeanette Lubeanau, owner of Above and Beyond Pet Care Hospital in Lubbock says just one piece of sugar free gum could be toxic to a 20 pound dog. 

There are many other things, not commonly known, that can harm your dog.  Check with your local ASPCA for a good booklet titled: 101 Things You Didn't Know Could Harm Your Pet.
